Our focus of study for Term 2 is: 

  
Enduring Understandings: 

1. Transformation follows a sequence of 
actions or words. 

2. Transformation occurs when conditions 
change. 

Essential Questions: 
1. What is transformation? 
2. What are the effects of transformation? 

Transformation has been occurring, over time, in 
the corner of our school grounds, by the end of 
Room 1.  A garden has been developed using 
funding from the Waitemata District Health Board 
Nutrition Fund, and staff expertise. 
 
The garden was built following requests from 
students trying to grow plants in quite small 
containers and because of keen interest in the 
‘Living World’ science topic in the NZCurriculum. 
 
We are now looking to extend this work through our 
partnership with the ‘Garden to Table’ Trust.  Come 
to the Information Evening in our school hall at 7pm 
Tomorrow evening Tuesday 27th April and hear 
more from the Chairperson of the ‘Garden to Table’ 
Trust, and others. 
 
At the moment Malcolm Whittaker our Property 
Maintenance Officer, and Michelle Barton, Kitchen 
Specialist Teacher, are doing a great job of growing 
produce and teaching how to cook it respectively.  
We are now looking to extend their wonderful work 
by developing a kitchen facility in the art room, and 
by involving more volunteers in the garden and 
kitchen. 
 
So a major reason for this information evening is to 
try to recruit more volunteers.  We have a very small 
number of stalwart volunteers and to develop   
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
