Jayden Smith, Caitlin Lorigan, Samantha Harding, Elijah Manu,
Rex Kennedy, Hayley Whittaker, Cross Garcia and Cress Garcia
worked hard, independently or in pairs during Term 2, to make a
board game on any Science Theme.

The range, quality and standard of
all the entries were very high and our students presented
themselves to the judges very confidently.
In the first round of the competition, out of thirty eight schools,
Peninsula Primary had three entries amongst the five finalists.
